I am Joel Bejot, your new Organist and Director of Music (Elect).  I am very  

excited for all the opportunities at St. Thomas and around the valley, for me and 

my whole family!

T his fall, the Rev. Joseph M. Constant came from Alexandria, VA to visit St. Thomas and Sun Valley.  Father Joseph is 

the founder of the Haiti Micah Project, has been a crucial link between HaRT and HMP, and is now our friend.  It has 

been three and a half years since he had been here, and it felt as if it were time see and hear from him again.  Thanks to

T he Haiti Micah Project has grown every year since the earthquake in 2010.         

Feeding and educating 500 children has stretched our resources to the limit. In fact, 

the cost of feeding and educating the children exceeds $300 a year per child.  This 

makes St. Thomas an invaluable partner.  Our support of the 70+ children that we

needs of the children.   

T he majority of the 500 Micah children live with relatives.  However, the HMP pro-

vides a residence for 27 of them.  These few children have been pulled from the most 

abject poverty and chaos to live in a home where they are nurtured in mind, body and 

spirit. The daily, hands - on support adds up: these children 

are leaders.  They all attend Ecole St. Pierre (the Episcopal school where Father Joseph began 

his education); all are getting high marks in school, and show exceptional vision and drive.  In-

spired by their successes, HMP has set forth plans to build an expanded residence, and the gov-

ernment of Haiti has responded by donating land.   

But what does the future hold for the children who graduate from HMP?  This year, the seven -

year - old program will see its first students complete high school.  To address their need for 

skills in a country with 70% unemployment, HMP seeks to build a vocational school.  Art lessons 

have already begun in a courtyard for the children of the HMP Residence.  The new facility will 

provide training in sewing and carpentry initially, and expand to other trades as resources allow.  

HMP foresees the need for students to have financial aid for their post - secondary education and 

has established a scholarship fund for this purpose.

At the 

Community School, Joseph talked to assemblies of Middle and Upper School students, and taught 

Haitian Kreyol to students in French classes.  Students and teachers there are excited about 

raising funds for HMP through a Haitian - inspired art show and a baked potato sale.   And on

presentation, she made a pledge that will ensure not only that the vocational school is built, but 

that it will withstand an earthquake.   

In all presentations, Father Joseph came back to the hope that he has in the children: once their 

basic needs of food, clean water, education and emotional support are met, they can boldly face 

the challenges of life in Haiti.
